SEPTEMBER 10 — DESIGN INTO
STITCH ANG VIDEO

This 90 minute video will cover a variety
of looking at designs and stitches.
Among the topics covered are
inspirational design, fabric paints,
stitches and appliqué.

The instructors are Jean Littlejohn and
Jean Draper. Bring a pad to jot down
notes and ideas.

Looking forward to seeing you back at
our regular meeting place.

OCTOBER 8 — SCISSOR
POCKET

Pat Phillips will lead us in a project of
her own design. It's another
eyeglass/scissor/laying tool/needle case
— with a twist.

In class you will outline the stitcher’'s
pocket on your blank canvas. A
traceable pattern will be supplied. Then
using a book of needlepoint stitches,
you will select stitches that you would
like to use in each outlined area.
Suggested stitches will be provided if
you run out of ideas.

The finished piece is 3% “ by 6%2". You

may adjust your canvas size to suit your
needs.
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Here’s Pat’s interpretatia and ideas.
These Splendor colors are S1027,
S922, S1006, S807, and S943.

Bring to class

Two 7” X 10" pieces of 18 count canvas
and one 5” X 7” square piece of the
same canvas. You may use white or a
color canvas that coordinates with your
color palette. Hint: if you plan to use
“open” stitches, you will want a color
canvas.

Five cards of Splendor or standed silk,
or 5 skeins of cotton floss in your choice
of colors. Shop your thread stash first,
but be sure to have plenty of the color.
Dye lots can be a problem.

A #18 Kreinik braid to match or
complement one of your chosen
threads.



Two sets of 7" and 10" stretcher bars
along with tacks or staples. Do not
mount your canvas prior to class.

A needlepoint stitch book, such as The
Needlepoint Book, Father Bob’s or
Brenda Hart’s Favorite Book I. A
selection of books will be provided.

Your usual stitching tools, including
needles, scissors, laying tools, etc.

A 4H (hard lead) pencil or a permanent
marker pen for transferring the pattern.
Also paper and pencil for notes.

And remember to bring your creativity, a
sense of adventure and lots of
enthusiasm !

A sign-up sheet will be at the September
meeting to ensure enough instruction
hand outs. If you will not be at the
September meeting, call Pat Phillips to
register.

NOVEMBER 12 - THESE ARE A
FEW OF MY FAVORITE THINGS

Most stitchers do not realize that DMC
does offer a guide to pulling a cut end of
floss. Turn the color number tag to the
back side. There will be a tiny sketch of
two hands. Folow the sketch and you
will be drawing out the floss in the
proper manner and less tangling will
occur.

Basket weave was developed to create
a smooth look to tapestry work.
Unfortunately, ridges can develop.

If working on interwoven canvas, the
direction of the rows are specifically
guided by the weave...up the horizontal
threads, down the vertical. If this
direction is reversed occasionally, an
indent will appear on the backside that
resembles a zipper line.

Special caution must be taken on
interlock canvas. Without the vertical
and horizontal intersections for a guide,
maintaining the proper pattern is more
difficult.

timely tips

Multiple ply threads can tangle in the
plying process if they are being
withdrawn from the wrong end. Tangles
result from plying against the grain or
natural twist of the thread. Threads do
have a right and wrong side. Attempting
to thread from the wrong end can also
be very difficult.

Before beginning to ply, check both
ends of the cut. Withdraw ply from the
end that seems more open or as the
professionals call it, the blossom end.
